Members noted that the provision of ‘No Parking’ signs on the access gates on Lower Peckfield Lane
was on hold pending the inspector’s decisions on the Network Rail (Leeds to Micklefield
Enhancements) Order.

24/31/1 — MUGA

Members received an update on the wildflower meadow.

24/31/3 — WOODEN SEATS

Members noted that the wooden seats in the centre of the wildflower meadow had been pulled out of
the ground.

Members received a quotation for the re-setting of the seats.

Members noted that the newly installed prikka strips on the storage buildings had been removed and
that the Clerk had contacted the contractor for advice. Members noted that the Police had
recommended anti-climb paint, which was still in place. Members would examine the roof to ascertain
how the strips had been removed.
